Directions to the West Campus

From Washington or AnnapoliFiake state Route 50 east to exit 27, state Route 2 north (Governor Ritchie Highway)
toward Baltimore. Stay on state Route 2 for about three miles. Turn right on West Campus Dheahfdeway
intersection, the building straight ahead is the Center for Applied Learning and Technology. Turn right, continuing on
West Campus Drive. The first building on the left is the Cade Center for Fine Arts. The next building is the Florestano
